1920 1st WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 
The 1st World Scout Jamboree was held from 1920-07-30 to 1920-08-08 and was hosted by the United Kingdom at Kensington Olympia in London. 8,000 Scouts from 34 nations attended the event, which was hosted in a glass-roofed building covering an area of 6 acres. It was at this event that Baden-Powell, the founder of Scouting, was acclaimed the Chief Scout of the World.
 
Olympia and Camping
 
The Olympia arena was filled with a foot-(30 cm)-deep layer of earth, which was turfed over, enabling the Scouts to pitch tents within the glass-roofed hall. However, around 5,000 of the Scouts were encamped at the Old Deer Park in nearby Richmond. The Scouts rotated in and out of Olympia to give them all the opportunity to participate in the events there. The Thames flooded the campsite one night and Scouts had to be evacuated. Olympia hosted numerous exhibitions, pageants and contests during the Jamboree event.
 
Chief Scout of the World
 
In order to honour Baden-Powell's role as the founder of Scouting, it was suggested by James E. West, the Chief Scout Executive of the Boy Scouts of America that he be awarded the title of Great Indian Chief. However, during the initiation ceremony, one of the young Scouts shouted out "Long live the Chief Scout of the World", and so it became Baden-Powell's official title within Scouting until his dying day. No other Scouter has held the title since Baden-Powell, as it cannot be conferred by any national sovereign or premiere.
 
Closing Speech
 
Baden-Powell gave a closing speech at the end of the Jamboree:
 
"Brother Scouts, differences exist between the peoples of the world in thought and sentiment, just as they do in language and physique. The Jamboree has taught us that if we exercise mutual forbearance and give and take, then there is sympathy and harmony. If it be your will, let us go forth fully determined that we will develop among ourselves and our boys that comradeship, through the world wide spirit of the Scout brotherhood, so that we may help to develop peace and happiness in the world and goodwill among men."
 
Jamborees Since 1920
 
Of the twenty Jamborees that have taken place since 1920, there has never really been one that replicated that first event. Many lessons were learned from the first World Scout Jamboree, including the acknowledgement that an indoor venue was too restrictive for the activities and numbers of Scouts who would attend. It was also realised that above all else, a Jamboree is a means of developing a spirit of good comradeship between the boys of many nations, and the more that aspect can be stressed, the more successful a Jamboree becomes. 

1924 2nd WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 




(1924 World Jambo Items)
 
The 2nd World jamboree was held in Ermelunden near Copenhagen, Denmark in 1924. The jamboree lasted for seven days. Scouts from 22 nations assembled for a week under canvas. This was the first time such a huge camp had been planned. A special Rally was held which was honored by the presence of their Majesties, the King and Queen of Denmark. The Jamboree proved a great success and once again Scouting had shown the world something new.
 
Innovations of this Jamboree included a week's home hospitality for Scouts after the event and the World Scout Championship. One ofthe greatest challenges of this Jamboree was so many visitors and also a deluge! B-P was named "Bademester" (Danish for "bathing master"). 4,549 wet Scouts were accommodated by the public for a night. Awards for different contests were distributed by B-P at Copenhagen Stadium. This Jamboree showed that Scouting was not just a game, but also that it made a significant contribution towards education in world citizenship.
1929 3rd WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1929 World Jambo Items)
 
The 3rd World Scout Jamboree was held in 1929 at Arrowe Park in Birkenhead, United Kingdom. As it was commemorating the 21st birthday of Scouting for Boys and the Scouting movement, it is also known as the Coming of Age Jamboree. With about 30,000 Scouts and over 300,000 visitors attending, this Jamboree was the largest Jamboree ever.
 
Organizational Details 

 

The Jamboree on a site of 450 acres was opened by the Duke of Connaught, the president of the Boy Scout Association, and fifty thousand Scouts and Girl Guides of many countries attended. During the first week, the weather was poor, turning the park grass into ankle deep mud, gaining the jamboree its nickname jamboree of mud.

 

The camp was organized in eight subcamps, around a specially built town in the middle, called Midway, where Scouts could purchase materials. Each subcamp provided pitches for a contingent of Scouts troops. The organization of daily chores such as cooking, campfire collecting, etc were done in turn by the groups.

 

The Girl Guides in Cheshire were asked to run a hospital under canvas. There were 321 cases admitted and 2,323 out-patient cases during the Jamboree. Only 52 cases had to be sent to other hospitals. Staff dealt with a range of problems from minor cuts, burns and sprains to fractures and head injuries. Two Guiders ran a dispensary providing both prescription and non-prescription medicines. 

 

There was also a dental clinic and an operating theatre. The hospital canteen provided meals for patients and the 50 members of staff, including many special diets, all cooked on open fires. Staff were asked to accommodate lost boys after the Wolf Cub rally. The hospital was also proud to be asked to provide the bedding and equipment for the Prince of Wales' tent. This hospital had the far-reaching effect that many heads of Boy Scout movements from other countries. They saw the excellent work of the Girl Guides and changed their attitudes towards them.

 
Events During the Jamboree
 
On Baden-Powell a peerage was to be conferred by King George V, as was announced on 2 August by the Prince of Wales who attended the Jamboree in Scout uniform. The formal title of Baron Baden-Powell, of Gilwell, co. Essex was granted on 1929-09-17, confirming the high notion Baden-Powell had of education and training, after Gilwell Park where the international Scout Leader training in the Wood Badge course took place.

 

In the morning of Sunday 4 August, an open air thanksgiving service was held, presided by Cosmo Lang, Archbishop of Canterbury, and by Francis Bourne, Archbishop of Westminster, for Protestant and Catholic Scouts; and later that day a service was also held in Liverpool Cathedral.

 

On 10 August, the Chief Scout Sir Robert Baden-Powell was given special attention. On behalf of all Scouts world wide, he was presented with a Rolls-Royce motor car and a caravan trailer. The caravan was nicknamed Eccles and is now on display at Gilwell Park. Also he was given an oil painted portrait by David Jagger, which since has been used as a publicity picture by many Scout organizations. It is on display in the Baden-Powell House. Lastly, Baden-Powell was given a cheque for £2,750 and an illuminated address. These gifts were paid for by penny donations of more than 1 million Scouts worldwide, which earned the Rolls its nickname of Penny Rolls.

 

Closing Ceremony and Golden Arrow
 
The farewell ceremony on the last day, 12 August, consisted of a glorious march with flags and banners past the royal box with the Chief Scout and other officers, ending in a Wheel of Friendship formed by the Scouts, with 21 spokes symbolic for the 21 years of Scouting. While burying a hatchet in a cask of gilded wooden arrows, Baden-Powell addressed the gathered Scouts:

 

"Here is the hatchet of war, of enmity, of bad feeling, which I now bury in Arrowe. From all corners of the world you came to the call of brotherhood and to Arrowe. Now I send you forth to your homelands bearing the sign of peace, good-will and fellowship to all your fellow men. From now on in Scouting the symbol of peace and goodwill is a golden arrow. Carry that arrow on and on, so that all may know of the brotherhood of men."
 

Then he sent the golden arrows as peace symbols to the North, South, West, and East, through the spokes of the Wheel of Friendship:

 

"I want you all to go back from here to your countries in different parts of the world with a new idea in your minds of having brothers in every country... Go forth from here as ambassadors of goodwill and friendship. Every one of you Scouts, no matter how young or small, can spread a good word about this country and those whom you have met here. Try to make yourselves better Scouts than ever; try to help other boys, especially the poorer boys, to be happy, healthy, and helpful citizens like yourselves. And now, farewell, goodbye, God Bless you all."
 
Memorabilia
 
For the event a memorial sculpture by sculptor Edward Carter Preston was erected in 1931 at the entrance to Arrowe Park Hospital. It was commissioned by the Boy Scout Movement, and unveiled by Lord Hampton, the Headquarter's Commissioner. After restoration in the early 1980s, it was re-unveiled in 1983 by the then Chief Scout Major-General Michael Walsh
1933 4th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1933 World Jambo Items)
 
The 4th World Scout Jamboree was hosted by Hungary, and was held in 1933. 25,792 Scouts participated in the event, representing 46 different nations. They encamped in the Royal Forest of Gödöllő, about 11 miles from the capital of Budapest. 

 

The camp chief was Teleki Pál, the member of the International Committee who later became Prime Minister of Hungary. This event is notable as the first international gathering where Air Scouts were represented, i.e. by László Almásy and Robert Kronfeld. A meeting of Skolta Esperanto Ligo took place also at the Jamboree. The white stag on the official badge was the national symbol of Hungary, and inspired Baden-Powell to make the following speech:

 

"You may look on that white stag as the pure spirit of Scouting, springing forward and upward, ever leading you onward and upward, to leap over difficulties, to face new adventures."

 

The Jamboree daily paper was printed in Hungarian, English, French and German, with contributions in other languages. The unofficial language was "Jamboreese", which consisted mostly of signs emphasized by a happy smile. Each foreign contingent was provided with a "cousin", a local Scout who could help them with the Hungarian language. The first issue of commemorative Scout stamps were made during is jamboree.

 

At the same place from 25 July to 7 August 1939, the first World Camp was held after the formation of the World Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts (WAGGGS). To celebrate the 60th anniversary of the fourth World Jamboree, the Hungarian Scout association, Magyar Cserkészszövetség, hosted a fourth World Jamboree Memorial Camp at Bélapátfalva, Hungary in 1993.

1937 5th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1937 World Jambo Items)
 
The 5th World Scout Jamboree was where 81-year old Baden-Powell gave his farewell. The Jamboree in Vogelenzang, Bloemendaal in the Netherlands. The jamboree was opened on 1937-07-31 by Queen Wilhelmina of the Netherlands, with 28,750 Scouts from 54 countries attending. There were 71 bridges over canals that intersected the site. Given that there were 650 water taps and 120 showers, it was considered the cleanest jamboree to date! 
The camp consisted of 12 subcamps, each with its own badge colour. They were subcamp 1: yellow, subcamp 2: green, subcamp 3: red, subcamp 4: light-blue, subcamp 5: dark-blue, subcamp 6: red/white, subcamp 7: blue/white, subcamp 8: yellow/green, subcamp 9: orange, Woestduin subcamp: green/white, and water camp: orange/white.

 
Girls and Cub Scouts
 
Although girls did not participate in the jamboree (until the 16th World Scout Jamboree in Australia), they were allowed to give a salute to Olave Baden-Powell, their Chief Guide. Also a special Cub Scout day was organized during the jamboree.
 
Closure and Farewell 
 
At the closure of the event on 37-08-09, Baden-Powell pointed out the symbol of this jamboree: the Jacob Staff. With its ten arms, it symbolized the ten commandments of the Scout Law. And he took his farewell: 

"I am nearing the end of my life. Most of you are at the beginning, and I want your lives to be happy and successful. You can make them so by doing your best to carry out the Scout Law all your days, whatever your station and wherever you are. Now goodbye. God bless you all. God bless you." 

1947 6th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1947 World Jambo Items)
 
The 6th World Scout Jamboree was held in 1947 and was hosted by France at Moisson. Following the devastation of the Second World War, this event was aptly named the Jamboree of Peace. There were 24,152 Scouts were present. Ten years had passed since the last Jamboree, and B-P had died in 1941. Loudspeakers were an unpleasant innovation of the time. Indian Scouts celebrated their country's independence. "Challenges" were part of the programme. 
 
The final march was in the formation of a Carrick Bend (the symbol of the Jamboree). At the opening ceremony Scouts marched in by countries; at the closing ceremony each sub-camp formed the unit, and bore at its head the many flags and banners of the Scouts of all the countries represented in the sub-camp. This Jamboree showed that even through the years of the war the Scout Movement was still strong and growing.
1951 7th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1951 World Jambo Items)
 
The 7th World Scout Jamboree took place at Salzkammergut, Austria. A total of 12,884 Scouts were present, and the country was still suffering from long years of hardship. For this reason, the 1951 Jamboree was termed the 'Jamboree of Simplicity'. One Scout attended from Japan. He knew no language other than his own and the word "Jamboree", yet he made the journey with no problem. The sight of Scouts waving the welcome flags at the airport told him that he had arrived at the right place! 
 
The Jamboree was organized by volunteer Scout Leaders in their spare time, and the Austrian Scouts worked on the site for two years to save costs and ensure the amenities of a Jamboree camp area. The Jamboree site was a golf course set amongst the picturesque mountains of the region, not far from the little town of Bad Ischl. Seven towers were erected, each recalling a previous Jamboree. As the name of each was announced, a flag was hoisted on one of the towers and the song of that Jamboree sung. 
 
This Jamboree was the first time that German Scouts were able to take part in a World Scout Jamboree as full members of the World Organization. No one will forget the first night when, as a welcoming gesture, the Austrian Scouts lit beacons on the tops of each of the mountains surrounding the site. All in all it was a tremendous achievement by a country still under military occupation.
1955 8th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1955 World Jambo Items)
 
The 8th World Scout Jamboree was held in 1955 and was hosted by Canada at Niagara-on-the-Lake, Ontario. The Jamboree saw the introduction of the World Membership Badge which is still worn on the uniforms of Scouts the world over. 

 

This was the first World Jamboree to be held in the Western Hemisphere (indeed, the first outside of Europe).This event was known as the Jamboree of New Horizons. There are some incredible tales of the efforts made by Scouts to attend the Jamboree. This included two whaling boats which sailed up the river from Montreal through the Rideau Canal and across Lake Ontario. In addition, the New Zealand contingent departed 4 months ahead of the event, traveling over 30,000 miles on the way. There were also three Brazilian Scouts who arrived after traveling by jeep from their hometown.

 

The setting was a rolling parkland on the Commons of Fort George National Historic Site. A total of 11,139 participants from 71 countries were present. The event was notable for the number of Scout contingents that crossed the Atlantic by air to attend - 1,000 from Great Britain alone.

 

This jambore had many firsts: all cooking was done over charcoal; television came to a World Scout Jamboree; so did Hurricane Connie! The 50th Anniversary of the Jamboree was celebrated in September of 2005 at which time a plaque commemorating the event was unveiled. The Niagara Parks Commission also planted a memorial oak tree.

1957 9th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1957 World Jambo Items)
 
The 9th World Scout Jamboree, also known as the Jubilee Jamboree, was held at at Sutton Park, England, in 1957. It marked two scouting milestones - the 50th anniversary of the Scouting movement since its inception at Brownsea Island, and the 100th anniversary of the birth of Lord Baden Powell. 

 

Over 30,000 Scouts from 80 countries were present. One scout from Pakistan hiked all the way to the event. At the jamboree, the 6th World Rover Moot and the 2nd World Scout Indaba were held. This event was also called JIM (Jamboree-Indaba-Moot).

 

An amateur radio station operated from camp. During this jamboree, Les Mitchell had the idea of Jamboree On The Air. There was also a 24-page camp newspaper, "Jubilee Journal". And then, traditonally one might say, there was the night of the great storm - "Jamborain". An obelisk was erected at Sutton Park to commemorate this anniversary of Scouting.

1959 10th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1959 World Jambo Items)
 
The 10th World Scout Jamboree was held in 1959 and was hosted by the Philippines at Mt. Makiling, Los Banos, Laguna. The Jamboree was dubbed as the "first World Jamboree in the Far East" and also "The Bamboo Jamboree" due to nipa palm and Bamboo City. There were a total 12,203 Scouts from 44 countries present.
 
The theme was "Building Tomorrow Today". This was the meeting of Occident and Orient; and a revelation to both. The Filipino smile was unforgettable. In view of weather conditions at previous Jamborees, French Scouts, well prepared for all contingencies, marched past giving a splash of colour in yellow raincoats. A World Scout Jamboree is not really just the arena shows and campfires. The real Jamboree takes place in the hearts of Scouts from many lands when they return home.
1963 11th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1963 World Jambo Items)
 
The 11th World Scout Jamboree was held in 1963 and was hosted by Greece at Marathon. The largest contingent for this event was the British, with almost 1,500 Scouts attending (incorporating the largest UK Scout air-lift ever made). The camp was divided into 11 sub-camps for the attending Scouts, along with another 5 sub-camps for the administrative and technical personnel, and covered a total area of about 5,000 square meters. 

 

Refreshment stands and expositions dotted the area around the camp, and there was even a 20,000-seat ampitheatre. The focus of the camp was around the Greek Village which offered sights and sounds, food and entertainment, from all around Greece.

 

There was also an Olympic theme to the event, with triathlons and other sports taking place. A major event for the Jamboree were the Labours of Hercules - a series of tasks designed to test the strength, skill, and stamina of the participating Scouts.

 

The Chief Scout of Greece, HRH Crown Prince Constantine, attended every one of the 11 days over which the event ran. At a special ceremony, Chief Scout of the Commonwealth Sir Charles Maclean awarded the Crown Prince with the Silver Wolf - the highest award within the Scout Association of the United Kingdom. The event was marred by tragedy when the Philippines' contingent were killed in a plane crash. Jamboree flags were lowered in commemoration. 

 

Lady Olave Baden-Powell (the wife of Robert Baden-Powell, the founder of the Scout Movement) spoke at the closing ceremony:

 

"I want to coin a new word for you to remember; 
the word is "welgo". Go well now on your way, carrying 
with you the light of Scouting like the Marathon torch, 
and work well, play well, and spread the ideal of Scouting 
as far as you possibly can. We trust you Scouts of the 
World to help bring about the reign of peace and goodwill
in all the world. Welgo to you all!" 
 

Following the speech, a torch was handed to an American Scout. The torch was to be rekindled at the next World Scout Jamboree, to be hosted in the United States.

1967 12th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1967 World Jambo Items)
 
With its theme 'For Friendship', the 12th World Jamboree attracted 12,011 Scouts from 105 countries amid the splendour of the Rocky Mountains. The jamboree included 1,300 scouts from the UK, the largest contingent from outside the North American Continent. For the UK Scouts. Dressed in their smart new uniforms, the jamboree was a highlight to their Diamond Jubilee Scout Year. 
 
Amongst the distinguished visitors at the jamboree were Olave, Lady Baden-Powell (widow of the Founder of Scouting), and Vice President of the United states, Hubert H. Humphrey. Memorable features of the jamboree included a reconstruction of Baden-Powell's Brownsea Island Camp Site, the specially stocked fishing area, and jamboree water activities area with boating on Lake Pend Oreille. 
 
The scout jamboree had magnificent arena shows, a Skill-o-Rama, and an adventure scout trail. At the jamboree, there was also a visit to a real wild west rodeo and a repeat of the very successful 'Friendship Wide Game', introduced at the Greek Scout Jamboree in 1963. 
1971 13th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1971 World Jambo Items)
 
The 13th World Scout Jamboree was held August 2-10, 1971. It was held on Asagiri Heights on the western side of Mount Fuji, near the town of Fujinomiya City, Japan, and approximately 80 miles southwest of Tokyo. The Jamboree is remembered as being interrupted by Typhoon Olive in which 16,000 of the participating Scouts were evacuated to shelters in the countryside for 48 hours. 

 

The Jamboree site was served from the south by Japan National Highway #139 and a turnpike from Fujinomiya. Arriving Scouts were met at the Haneda International Airport in Tokyo and transported by coach to the Jamboree site, or to the Olympic Village in Tokyo as an intermediate stop.

 

The site itself covered an area of grassy sandbank of about 4 km2, sloping gently from east to west. Roughly rectangular in shape was the Jamboree Camp headquarters, Subcamp #11, Chūō, in the center of the site. Medical facilities at the Jamboree were operated by the United States Army and Air Force. Other facilities at the Jamboree were a Skill-o-Rama, Exhibits service center and a large Trading Post.

 

In the opening days of the Jamboree the Scouts played a 'wide game' in which each Scout was given a Japanese character on a colored card worn around the neck. At a signal, the Scouts would fan out over the jamboree site looking for the other characters which would spell out the jamboree theme, 'For Understanding'. The Scouts who accomplished this feat then proceeded to a station to have their cards validated with a stamp

1975 14th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1975 World Jambo Items)
 
At the head of Lake Mjosa, near Lillehammer, Norway, 1975. the 14th World Scout Jamboree mustered 17,259 campers from 91 countries. The Jamboree was popularly named "Nordjamb 75". Its theme was "Five Fingers, one Hand", typifying the five joint Nordic hosts and the five Scouts Regions in one Brotherhood. 

 

There was hiking in the mountains in international patrols. There were also activity areas, a Nordic trail, a superb choir, visits to the Maihaugen cultural museum, and all the fun of the Saturday Jamboree Country Fair. The King of Norway opened the Jamboree. The Jamboree was also visited by H.M. the King of Sweden and H.R.H. the Crown Prince of Morocco.

1979 15th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1979 World Jambo Items)
 
The 15th World Scout Jamboree was scheduled to be held in July 1979 and was to be hosted by Iran at Neyshâbûr, but was canceled due to political instability. The 15th World Jamboree was to be held at the 10 square kilometre Omar Khayyám Scout Park, near the Afghan and Turkmen borders with Iran. The Second Asia-Pacific Jamboree was held at the site in preparation, in the summer of 1977. 

 

However, the destabilizing events of the Islamic Revolution caused the 15th World Jamboree in Iran to be canceled for the scouts near the end of 1978. Instead, the World Organization of the Scout Movement announced the "World Jamboree Year" by holding several international World Jamboree Year camps in Australia, Canada, Sweden, Switzerland and the United States that took up the momentum.

 

A number of scout commemorative items, however, had already been made for the event. Their demand and their value was greatly inflated by the Jamboree's cancellation. The few scout items of memorabilia in existence are of huge value to collectors when they come on the market. The next Jamboree, hosted by Canada in 1983, was named The Spirit Lives On to show how Scouting's spirit of international brotherhood could overcome the setback of canceling the 1979 Scout Jamboree

1983 15th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1983 World Jambo Items)
 
The 15th World Scout Jamboree was held in 1983 and was hosted by Canada at Kananaskis, Alberta. Provincial Park is 4,000 feet in elevation and on the foothills of the Rocky Mountains, 80 miles west of Calgary, Alberta. "The Spirit Lives On" was the theme of the Jamboree, with a total attendance of 14,752 Scouts from 102 countries. The Jamboree activities took full advantage of the rugged mountains and the excitement of the Wild West. The camping experience was enhanced by regular visits from bears and moose, which would sometimes wander in and out of the area! 

 

The theme of the Jamboree refers to the idea that Scouting, and its spirit of international brotherhood, could overcome difficulties, such as those which caused the cancellation of the 1979 Jamboree four years earlier. The Jamboree marked the closing of celebrations for the 75th Anniversary of the Scout Movement, and the 125th birthday of its Founder, Lord Baden-Powell. 

1987 16th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1987 World Jambo Items)
 
The 16th World Scout Jamboree was held at Cataract Park, a specially constructed Scout tent town situated on a 160 hectare site near Sydney, Australia. This was the first World Scout Jamboree to be held in the Southern Hemisphere. Under the theme 'Bringing the World Together', 14,434 Scouts from 84 countries attended the jamboree with around 13,000 more in attendance on 'visiting day'. The UK contingent included 18 Ranger Guides (the first time members of the Guide Association have been allowed to take part in a World Scout Jamboree).
 
Mrs Betty Clay, daughter of the Founder, and 11 members of the Baden-Powell family, 9 of whom are direct descendants of B-P were in attendance with the scouts in Australia. The opening ceremony of the Jamboree, which took place at midnight on December 31, 1987, was the first official event of Australia's Bicentennial Celebrations. Highlights of the Jamboree included: the Scout Challenge Valley obstacle course, the most gruelling and most popular activity at the Jamboree; and the Great Aussie Surf Carnival, for which all Scouts were shuttled in over 50 buses to Thirroul Beach.
1991 17th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1991 World Jambo Items)
 
'Many Lands, One World' was the theme of the 17th World Scout Jamboree which brought together 16,000 scouts from more than 130 countries in the beautiful Mount Sorak National Park. The location for the scouts was a few kilometres from the disputed border with North Korea and some 200 km, or six hours by road, from Seoul, the capital city. As part of its contribution, the UK transported a replica Brownsea Island camp to re-enact B-P's 1907 experiment in Scouting. It became the most photographed and filmed event by the scouts at the Jamboree. 

 

The Jamboree started with bad weather and rain with flooding providing major problems for the scouts. The opening and closing ceremonies were masterpieces of scout showmanship, designed to rival those of the Olympic Games. Scouts experienced home hospitality in Korea and Japan, and also a stay at a luxury hotel.

1995 18th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1995 World Jambo Items)
 
Flevoland in Dronten, Holland, was the location for the 18th World Scout Jamboree. This was the second World Jamboree in the Netherlands. There were 28,960 participants and staff from 166 countries and territories, including 34 countries where Scouting was starting or restarting. This representation of countries was the largest ever. The Jamboree also had 75,000 visitors. The theme was "The Future is Now".

 

"Operation Flevoland" help finance the participation of Scouts from poor countries. The Jamboree was officially opened by H.M. Queen Beatrix of the Netherlands and her husband Prince Claus. The Jamboree was also visited by H.M. the King of Sweden, Princess Basma of Jordan and Mrs. Sadako Ogata, United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees. 

 

Popular activities included the Global Development Village and the World Scout Centre. The Global Development Village (GDV) had the support of Scout associations, NGOs and UN specialized agencies, in particular UNHCR and UNICEF. The Jamboree celebrated the 50th anniversary of the United Nations with a Scout Forum and communication by satellite with UN Secretary General Boutros Boutros-Ghali. There was also a special event that included a naval pageant with over 250 ships. In addition, Holland's Scouting Group hosted all the Jamboree Participants for one full day.

 
1999 19th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(1999 World Jambo Items)
 
The 19th World Scout Jamboree site was in Picarquin, Chile. This was the first ever World Jamboree in South America for the scouts, and it took place at a 7,400-acre site in the foothills of the Andes, some 38 miles south of the capital city of Santiago. Approximately 31,000 Scouts and leaders from 157 countries and territories assembled for a festival of friendship and Scouting spirit. Operation Los Andes, with contributions from many scout contingents, made possible the Jamboree participation of 56 countries and territories at the site. For the first time, Amerindian Scouts from Latin America participated in a Jamboree, through help from UNESCO. This was the last scout Jamboree of the century. 
The Jamboree for the scouts was officially opened by Chilean President Eduardo Frei. The theme was "Building Peace Together" and was evident everywhere. When Jamboree Scouts weren't busy making new friends and exchanging mementos, they participated enthusiastically in a program that included full days of patrol activities.

 

The Global Development Village at the Jamboree site for the scouts was bigger and better than ever with the involvement of 11 United Nations agencies, and by the signing of an anti-personnel land mine agreement between Handicap International and World Scouting. The Village site inluded exhibits and workshops devoted to science and technology, cultural and artistic expression, environmental issues, and intercultural peace and understanding.

 

Other popular scout activities included a tournament trail of physical challenges, a day of community service in nearby villages, and an overnight hike through the site's 5,700 acres of rugged and desert-like countryside. Day visits by the scouts were also made to area farms, fruit-packing factories, and mining works - ending with a country barbecue and folklore activity in Rancagua, the region's capital city

2003 20th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(2003 World Jambo Items)
 
The 20th World Scout Jamboree took place at a naval base in Sattahip, Chonburi Province. This was about 180 km southeast of Bangkok, Thailand. The camp site was located on a beach on the Gulf of Thailand, covering 1,200 hectares, and consisting of flat plains, foothills and a white sandy beach. It was the second World Jamboree to be held in Southeast Asia, after the Philippines hosted the event in 1959. 
 
More than 24,000 Scouts - girls and boys, leaders and staff from 147 countries and territories attended the sea-side event, living together under the theme "Share our World, Share our Cultures". As with previous Jamborees, the standard troop size was 36 youths plus 4 adult leaders. 

 

The Jamboree provided an opportunity for Scouts from all over the world to spend 12 days camping together and attend activities designed for them in self-development and social responsibility. The Jamboree fostered the progress and unity of World Scout Movement, and strongly linked it to Asian culture, both in terms of activities and method.

 

A large Global Development Village (GDV) run by 50 organizations provided the forum to learn about issues around the world. UNESCO Director General, Koichiro Matsuura, inaugurated the GDV. Other highlights included the Crossroads of Cultures, Face the Waves, Our Heritage, Exploring Nature, City of Science, Community Action Day, and Tournaments. 

 

A record number of 12 religions conducted services during this holiday period, and nearly 80 percent of the participants attended the Inter-religious service on the 1st of January. Operation Sattahip helped fund the participation of 247 Scouts from 93 developing countries, thanks to money contributed by the Jamboree fees, and several Scout associations.

2007 20th WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
 



(2007 World Jambo Items)
 
The 21st World Scout Jamboree was held in July and August of 2007, and was a part of the Scouting 207 Centenary celebrations of the World Scout Movement. The event was hosted by the United Kingdom, as 2007 marked the 100th anniversary of the founding of Scouting on Brownsea Island.
 
The event was held for 12 days between the 27th of July and the 8th of August, in Hylands Park, Chelmsford, Essex. This site was selected because of the easy access to air and sea transport, and it is also near Gilwell Park, an important campsite and training center for Scout Leaders.
 
Over 38,000 Scouts and leaders from 158 countries which have a recognized National Scout Organization (recognition is conferred by membership in the World Organization of the Scout Movement) camped for the event. This included over 8,600 members of the International Service Team who also came from all over the world. More than 50,000 others attended the Jamboree for day visits.
Purpose
The first Jamboree was held in 1920, at Olympia, in the United Kingdom. Since then, the event has been held generally every four years, with a break between the 1937 and 1947 Jamborees because of World War II, and also between the 1975 and 1983 events because of political instability in Iran. It has been hosted in many countries, although it has not yet taken place in Africa. The Jamboree aims to promote adventure, international friendship, and the development of young people. The next Jamboree will be held in 2011 in Sweden.
 
Participation
The event was open to all members of the World Organization of the Scout Movement (WOSM) who are between the ages of 14 and 17 at the start of the Jamboree on July 27, 2007. Members of the World Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts (WAGGGS) may have participated if the respective national WOSM member organization agreed. People who wished to attend must have been selected by their respective Scouting associations.
 
Adults were able to participate in support roles as members of the International Service Team, National Contingent Support Teams, Troop Leaders, National Representatives, Off-Site Program Workers, or members of the Build Team. Day visitors of all ages were also welcomed to the event. However, the dates and the areas on which day visitors were able to visit were restricted to maintain park capacity limits.
 
The event was the second largest ever Jamboree held with 38,074 participants and IST attending, and more than 42,000 day visitors. The 3rd 'Coming of Age' Jamboree in 1929 was the largest held, with 50,000 participants.
 
Theme
Each Jamboree has a theme, and the 2007 Jamboree's was "One World, One Promise". This motto is incorporated on the Centenary badge and is available in the local language of all Scouting organisations who are members of the World Organization of the Scout Movement. This motto is also included in the lyrics of the Jambo Song.
 
Interesting Facts 

 

Between midnight on Thursday 26th and midnight on Friday 27th, one coach arrived at Hylands Park every two minutes on average.


One roll of toilet paper was used up every minute.


More countries took part in the 21st World Scout Jamboree than in the most recent Olympic Games.

Over 100,000kg of meat was eaten during the course of the event.


Approximately 90 tankers of toiletry waste were taken away from the site every day.

Several activities in the 21st World Scout Jamboree attempted to break a Guinness World Record, this includes successfully launching 1032 model rockets at the same time, taking 500 kayaks into the water on the opening day and 384 pairs dancing a Polish national dance.

Nevertheless, on 7 August 2007 at 19:30, Scouting was officially declared and certified by Scott Christie, record manager of the Guinness Book of World Records, as the largest youth organisation in the world.
 
Attractions
Key attractions, events and facilitions included:


Opening ceremony: The camp was called to order in a special ceremony. Prince William and Duke of Kent (President of the UK Scout Association) attended and participated representing the Queen.

World Village: Six areas on the Jamboree site where Scouts could experience things like creativity, technology, and culture.


Gilwell Adventure: Adventurous and challenging activities were provided at Gilwell Park, the UK Scouting Headquarters.

Global Development Village: An exhibition that explored the world's key challenges through practical workshops run by specialists from the United Nations and similar organizations and charities like Oxfam.


Globuses. These were a series of London buses transformed to be a learning base. They featured topics on slavery, women's rights, children's rights, global travel, HIV/AIDS and water. A particularly famous bus was the women's rights bus which had a previous role in "Spice World" the movie.


Community Action Day: Known officially as 'Starburst', a day that was devoted to making a difference in the community through involvement which included activities like clearing thorn bushes & trees at Epping Forest and redecorating a children's home.


Daily Shows: Performed by the World Scout Jamboree cast from the UK, a group of Scouts and Guides who had auditioned to perform. There were a range of songs being performed, including a unique 'Jamboree Megamix', a song comprising favorite pop hits, as well as the official Jamboree Song.

Sunrise Ceremony: This event marked the 100 years of Scouting; all of the Scouts joined together to re-take their promise via a live video link to Brownsea Island, where the first Scout Camp took place. The cast also provided entertainment during and after this early morning event. Similar events occurred at 8am local time, August 1, all over the world. Lord Michael Baden-Powell, grandson of the founder of the Scout Movement, was also present; and he read out excerpts from letter that his grandfather wrote before his death:


"I believe that God put us in this jolly world to be happy and enjoy life. Happiness doesn't come from being rich, nor merely from being successful in your career, nor by self-indulgence. One step towards happiness is to make yourself healthy and strong while you are a boy, so that you can be useful and so can enjoy life when you are a man...But the real way to get happiness is by giving out happiness to other people. Try and leave this world a little better than you found it and when your turn comes to die, you can die happy in feeling that at any rate you have not wasted your time but have done your best. "Be Prepared" in this way, to live happy and to die happy-- stick to your Scout promise always-- even after you have ceased to be a boy-- and God help you to do it. Your Friend Baden-Powell"


Sunrise camp: Each participating country should nominate 2 members to the Sunrise Camp, Jul 27 to Aug 01. They will bedivided into 4 patrols and enjoy a series of activities at Brownsea Island, including help prepare and participate in the sunrise ceremony.


Adult Jamboree Friendship Award is introduced for International Service Team members and Adult Leaders.

Preparations
Preparations for the event included a smaller scale Jamboree, EuroJam 2005, where 12,000 Scouts, from across Europe, camped in the same location. This dry run allowed the planners of the Jamboree to test a number of aspects of the event, including the control of the massive influx of the contingents into the area. The food and supplies for the EuroJam event also set a world record for the largest single internet order to a supermarket, with deliveries being made in large articulated trucks.
 
Scouts Shops Ltd, responsible for sourcing much of the equipment for the 21st World Jamboree, reported that the cost of steel on the world market increased as a result of the Jamboree placing its order.
 
International Service Team
 
The International Service Team (IST) are Scouts aged 18 and above who help to build large-scale Scouting events, the most notable being World Scout Jamborees. There were over 8600 members of the IST at the 21st World Scout Jamboree, and they helped to build, run, take down and maintain the events, activities and services on the Jamboree site. The IST were split in to two main sections, with four sub-sections, depending on their interests and qualifications:

On-Site IST looked after on-site services, events and activities.

Off-Site IST looked after Splash!, the water activities day, Gilwell Adventure, activities at the home of Scouting, and Starburst, the community projects day.

Including water, gas and electricity, the IST built and maintained the 5th largest city in Essex from a park in under a month.
2011 22nd WORLD SCOUT JAMBOREE
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The 22nd World Scout Jamboree will take place in the fields of Rinkaby, Kristianstad, Skåne in southern Sweden in 2011. The jamboree theme will be Simply Scouting. In 2001, a national Jamboree took place here with 26,500 scouts, and another national Jamboree of Sweden, Jiingijamborii was held here from 14-22 July in 2007 for the scouts. 

 

The 22nd World Scout Jamboree lies near the coast on sandy ground surrounded by pine woods. Sandy earth helps rain water run off, and thus there is no risk of any parts of the jamboree camp area being waterlogged for the scouts. The campsite is approximately 1.5 km by 1.5 km. Small areas of forest divide the campsite into smaller fields. The temperature is varying, average day temperature is 22 degrees Celsius, while average night temperature is 17 degrees Celsius. The sun rises at 5 o'clock in the morning (05:00). Sunset is at 9 in the evening (or 21:00). Drinking water is available from wells at the field. 

 

There is already an extensive water and power system in the ground for the scouts, dimensioned with the 2011 World Scout Jamboree in mind. In the southern part of the field there is space for the scout arena with a natural amphitheatre. There are sandy beaches near the camp area for the scouts with sand dunes formed by the wind, creating their own unique landscape. The scouts of the Jamboree in Sweden will have organized shuttle buses to the beach.
